In case of any dispute, difference, question or disagreement or matter whatsoever, shall, before and
after completion or abandonment of work or during extended period, hereafter arises between the
parties, as to the meaning, operation or effect of the contract or out or relating to the contract or
breach thereof, shall be referred to Soul Arbitrator to be appointed by the Director of the Centre at the
time of dispute.

It is a term of the contract that the party invoking arbitration shall specify all disputes to be referred to
arbitration at the time of invocation or arbitration under the clause.

It is a term of the contract that the cost of arbitration will be borne by the parties themselves.

The venue of the arbitration shall be at KOLKATA.

Subject to as aforesaid the provisions of the Arbitrations and Conciliation Act 1996 and any statutory
modification or reenactment thereof rules made hereunder and for the time being in force shall apply to the
arbitration proceeding under this clause.

The contract shall be deemed to have been entered at Kolkata and all causes of actions in relation to the
contract will, therefore, be deemed to have arisen within the Ordinary Original Jurisdiction of High Court, at
Kolkata, and shall be deemed to have taken effect from (date) when the purchase order for the goods was
issued to the contractor.

Termination of Contract for Default:

The purchaser may, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written notice of default
sent to the supplier, terminate the contract in whole or in part:

If the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods within the time period specified in the contract or any
extension thereof granted by the purchaser; or

If the supplier fails to perform any other obligation under the contract within the period specified in the
contract or any extension thereof granted by the purchase.

In the event the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part; the purchaser may take recourse to any
one or more of the following action:

Termination of Contract for Insolvency:

will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the
purchaser.

Force Majeure:

Q) For the purpose of this clause, Force Majeure means an event or situation beyond the control of the supplier
and not involving the supplier’s fault or negligence and which is not foreseeable.
