(9) Forfeiture of EMD: Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) of a tenderer will be forfeited if the 

tenderer withdraws or amends the tender or impairs or derogates from the tender in any respect 

within the period of the validity of the tender. 

 

Further, if the successful tenderer fails to furnish the required Performance Security or does not start 

the work within the specified period, the EMD will be forfeited. 

 

Contract document should be executed within the prescribed time period. Non-fulfillment of this 

condition of execution of contract by the Contractor/Supplier/Vendor would constitute sufficient 

ground for annulment of the award and forfeiture of EMD. 
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(10) Performance Guarantee (PG) 

 

The Contractor/Supplier/Vendor shall be required to submit 5% of contract value in the form of 

Demand Draft/Bank Guarantee as the Performance Guarantee by scheduled commercial bank as per 

model format of the Centre, within 21 days from the date of issue of LOA.
